When there are less than (3) competitors within a class, they will be combined
as follows: from Marksman to Sharpshooter to Expert to Master to High Master. When there
are less than (3) competitors in the High Master class, they will compete for the open winner
award only. Rule 19.6 "Assigned Classification" will apply to unclassified competitors. The
award schedule will be determined by the actual number of competitors.
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
